Direct recruitment of Assistant Executive Engineer
is not needed for PWD

The method of direct recruitment of Assistant Executive Engineers which
was resorted in one or two occasions which is very detrimental to the
service interest of Graduate Assistant Engineers was cancelled in 1967 by
none other than Former Chief Minister of Tamilnadu C.N. Annadurai
(Perarignar Anna). Even before the above method was also opposed by the

then Chief Minister K.Kamaraj (Perunthalaivar).

This method was again tried during 1984 and dropped due to stiff
opposition from our Association. Even now the proposal for amending the
service rule in Tamilnadu Engineering Service by deleting the provision for
direct recruitment of Assistant Executive Engineers was already sent to the
Government by our Engineer-in-Chief, WRO and Chief Engineer (General),

PWD., which is pending in the Government.

We request the Government to issue necessary amendment to service rule
prohibiting direct recruitment of Assistant Executive Engineers in PWD. We
also wish to highlight that the service rules of Highways Department and
Municipal Administrative and Water Supply Department are already

amended by abolishing Direct recruitment of Assistant Executive Engineers.

I am directed to invite your attention to the reference cited wherein the
Government have issued orders decentralizing the powers of sanction of House
Building Advance and delegating it to the concerned District Collectors.

2. In the above Government order, among other things, it was ordered that the
District Collectors are empowered to sanction house building advance as per House
Building Advance Rules to the Government Servants, other than all India Service
Officers, the Heads of Departments and the officers and staff employed in the
Department of Secretariat, who propose to construct / purchase their houses in their
respective districts irrespective of the place of employment of the said Government
Servants. In respect of Chennai city and the areas in Kancheepuram District coming
under the jurisdiction of Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority (CMDA), the
Collector of Chennai shall be the sanctioning authority.
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3. Therefore, as per the existing orders of House Building Adance, if a
Government Employee working in Chennai proposes to purchase land or ready built
house situated in Madurai, he has to submit his application for the sanction of House
Building Advance to the District Collector, Madurai only. In this case, though he is
working in Chennai, the House Building Advance has to be sanctioned by District
Collector, Madurai. However, the sanction order will have to be sent to the Head of
Office / Drawing and Disbursing Officer where the employee is working and the
Drawing and Disbursing Officer concerned has to draw and disburse the loan amount
to the employee after duly making entries regarding the sanction of loan amount in
the Service Register of the individual.

4. This has now caused a huge problem in furnishing of reconciliation
certificates by the Sanctioning Authorities, as the Sanctioning Authority and the
drawing and disbursing authority are different and are not in the same districts.

5. In view of implementation of IFHRMS also, it would be better if the House
Building Advance (HBA) can be sanctioned by the concerned Collector in which District
the employee is working irrespective of the districts where the land / construction of
house / ready built house exist, so that Drawing and Disbursing Officer of the district
can easily draw and make payment to the individual, after making entries in e-Service
Register. The employee also need not follow it up with other District collectorate in
submitting the documents then and there and pursue for sanctioning. This will also
facilitate reconciliation of House Building Advance amount in time.

6. The Government after careful consideration of the above facts, in partial
modification of the Government order cited, hereby direct that hereinafter the District
Collector of the respective District where the Government servant is employed, shall
be the authority to sanction House Building Advance to that employee, irrespective of
the District where the property is located. Whenever there is a need for inspection, the
Sanctioning Authority may request the Collector of the district in which the property is
situated to conduct an inspection and send a report.

7. The above order shall come into force with immediate effect.

8. Necessary amendments to House Building Advance Rules will be issued
separately.

ORDER:-

The Scheme of linking, the surplus river basins of Mahanadhi and Godavari to
the deficit basins of Krishna, Pennar, Cauvery, Vaigai and Gundar is the most
important project under the Peninsular Rivers Development Component of the National
Perspective Plan.

2. The National Water Development Agency had formulated and submitted a
feasibility report for interlinking of Mahanadhi - Godavari — Krishna - Pennar - Palar -
Cauvery - Vaigai - Gundar link under the National Perspective Plan, to Government of
India during 2004.
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3. As a part of linking the Cauvery - Vaigai - Gundar Rivers, the State
Government had already constructed the Kattalai Barrage, Karur District, in 2014.

4. In the letter 2™ read above, the State Government had sent the concept
paper to the Government of India for getting in-principle approval, for the formation of
a canal from Cauvery (Kattalai Barrage) to South Vellar at an estimated cost of
Rs.7677.00 Crore (SOR 2019-2020 price level) under the Cauvery (Kattalai)-Vaigai-
Gundar link project, which is a part of the scheme of Mahanadhi-Godavari-Cauvery-
Vaigai-Gundar link under the National Perspective Plan.

5. In the Government orders 3™, 4" and 5 read above, orders were issued for
acquiring patta and poramboke lands in Pudukottai, Tiruchirappalli and Karur Districts
respectively.

6. In the Government order 6™ read above, sanction was accorded for
conducting Rapid Environmental Impact Assessment Study including Social Impact
Assessment for the above project at an estimated cost of Rs.116.00 lakhs, by
M/s.WAPCOS Limited.

7. In the letter 7™ read above, the NWDA has sent the draft Detailed Project
Report of Cauvery (Kattalai) - Vaigai - Gundar link project for eliciting the views of
the State.

8. Based on the draft Detailed Project Report sent by the NWDA, the Chief
Engineer, Plan Formulation, Water Resources Department, Chennai in his letters 8™
read above has submitted a Detailed Project Report to the Government for “Formation
of Flood Carrier Canal from Cauvery (Kattalai) to South Vellar River to divert the Flood
Water for Sustaining Drinking Water needs and Recharging Ground Water in the
Drought Prone Areas of Karur, Tiruchirappalli and Pudukottai Districts” for an amount
of Rs.6941.00 Crores (2020-2021 price level).

9. In this regard, he has submitted the following details:-

i. It is proposed to implement the Cauvery-Vaigai-Gundar link canal project in 3
phases viz,
Phase I - Cauvery (Kattalai Barrage) — South Vellar (LS 0 to 118.45Km, Total

Based on the Government orders, the Land Acquisition works are in progress.
ToR has been prepared and submitted to State Level Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority-TN, Chennai for getting approval.

The NWDA has sent the draft DPR for the Cauvery (Kattalai) - Vaigai — Gundar
link project (256.82 km) to an amount of Rs.8277.16/- crore at 2019-20 price
level.

The proposed Flood Carrier Canal would take off at 2.20 Km from the head of
Master canal on the downstream of Mayanur Barrage in Thirukambuliyur
village.

The annual water requirement including losses has been calculated as 8575
Mcft.

The availability of water has been calculated by considering the surpluses
occurred in Mettur dam for the period of 84 years (1936 to Sp.2019) as
49912.00 Mcft and 8588.80 Mcft. at 25% and 50% dependability respectively.
Hence, project may be considered as safe for 50% dependability.

The entire water would be utilized for drinking, stabilization of existing
Culturable Command Area (CCA) to bridge the irrigation gap to some extent,
which was generated due to shortage of water in that basin.

An allocation of about 1127 Mcft has been made for supplementing the drinking
water need. Moreover, the groundwater will get recharged by irrigation water.

A Command of 52332.63 ha. includes 45810.84 ha for stabilization and
6521.79 ha for bridging the gap in the basins lying in between Cauvery and
Gundar would get benefitted.

Regarding Benefit Cost (BC) Ratio, it is submitted that the diversion of flood
quantity is small and unstable and accordingly the accrued benefit will be
comparatively less and may fluctuate. It will be more relevant and reasonable
to consider the BC ratio when the link project Mahanadhi — Godavari - Cauvery
- Vaigai — Gundar will be implemented. Hence, no calculation of BC ratio has
been made in this report.

It is proposed to divide each slice into various segments (called reaches) in
order to expedite the progress of work for getting the benefits early.

Accordingly, for the 1% instance the flood carrier canal will be formed in 1%
reach of Slice I (0.0 Km to 4.10 Km) in Karur District and 2" of slice IV
(54.695 Km to 61.640 Km) in Pudukottai District.

Scheme, which is a part of Mahanadhi - Godavari - Cauvery - Gundar link under
the National Perspective Plan of the Government of India, for the benefit of drought
prone areas in Karur, Tiruchirapalli and Pudukottai Districts in anticipation of
funding assistance from NABARD Infrastructure Development Assistance (NIDA).

b. The Chairman cum Managing Director, Tamil Nadu Water Resources Conservation
and River Restoration Corporation is directed to apply to NABARD, seeking loan
assistance under NABARD Infrastructure Development Assistance (NIDA) for this
project.

c. Administrative sanction is accorded to form the flood carrier canal in the following 2
reaches.:-

i. 1% reach of Slice I (i.e. from 0.0 Km to 4.10 Km) in Karur District, which
works out to Rs.171.00 crores (Rupees One Seventy One crore only) (SOR
2020-21)

ii. 2" reach of slice IV (i.e. from 54.695 km to 61.640 km) in Pudukottai
District, which works out to Rs.160.00 crores (Rupees One Sixty Crore
only) (SOR 2020-21)
